• Act 168 Form (information & form included) 
• Tuberculosis (TB) test results  
• Proof of identity 

 
These forms can also be found on our website, www.mbit.org, under 
Administration/Human Resources.  When you arrive for your first teaching 
opportunity, you will be given a brief orientation.  At that time, you will receive the 
necessary classroom information along with payroll forms that must be filled out and 
returned by the end of the day. 
 
Teacher certification is not required at our school if you have occupational/technical 
expertise in any of our programs (see 2nd page of the Guest Teacher Survey form for a 
listing of all school programs).
