HARRISBURG — Attorney 
General Kathleen Kane on Thurs-
day made good on her promise to 
release emails received by a state 
Supreme Court justice that include 
nude photos and videos of women, 
raunchy and juvenile humor and 
other content demeaning to women.

The three dozen emails or 
email exchanges recovered from 
her agency’s servers, and which 
she tied to Justice Michael Eakin, 
were recovered during the course 
of an unrelated investigation.

She sent the material 
to the state Judicial Con-
duct Board for review and 
to determine whether the 
justice has undermined 
confidence in the state’s 
highest court.

Much of it had already 
been the subject of stories 
in the Philadelphia Daily 
News or was described by 
Kane this week in a letter 
to Chief Justice Thomas Saylor.

In nearly all cases, Eakin is the 
recipient rather than the sender.

The emails and their 

attachments are a mix-
ture of photos, text, slide 
shows and videos. One 
short video clip appears to 
show, from behind, a man 
having sex with a hugely 
obese woman while the 
music from “Mission 
Impossible” plays.

Much of the content 
appeared to be intended 
as humor.

A series of fake “motivational 
posters” included one that says “you 
failed the gay test” if you noticed a 
sponsor’s logo in the background 

behind four scantily clad women on 
a beach volleyball court.

An email captioned “morning 
funnies” showed children, some 
still infants, seeming to ogle wom-
en’s bodies, posing with empty 
beer bottles or making obscene 
gestures. There were also clips that 
included a family dinner inter-
rupted when the apparent daugh-
ter rips open her shirt, telling 
her parents: “I got these pierced 
because I hate you.”

One email included a photo with 
a joke about what happens when 
you use corn on the cob as a sex toy.

The only email sent by Eakin 
showed an elementary school-
teacher in the classroom asking her 
students for two examples of an 
abstract noun, something they can 
think of but not touch. The answer, 
from a boy student? Her breasts.

Eakin also is part of an email 
conversation that apparently 
involved a golf outing, beer and 
“hot chicks.” Under the pseudonym 
John Smith, he chimed in with: 
“Where’s your spirit of closure — 
Stoney left the poor girl hanging.”

A 37-year-old Falls man is fac-
ing homicide charges for allegedly 
fatally injuring another inmate at 
Bucks County prison earlier this 
month after the man interrupted his 
nap, authorities said.

Bucks County detectives allege 
that Christopher Williams, whose 
last address was Thornridge Drive, 
struck Donald Rush, 57, of Chal-
font, in the face Oct. 11, then 
warned Rush and two other wit-
nesses about reporting it to cor-
rections officers, according to a 
probable cause affidavit.

Six hours later, Rush collapsed 
outside his cell in the “E” module 
at the Bucks County prison. He was 
rushed to Abington Memorial Hos-
pital where he was put on life sup-
port. He was pronounced dead later 
that day, Oct. 12.

Rush had been incarcerated 
at the Doylestown Township jail 
since September after he pleaded 
guilty to felony drug delivery and 
related charges in Bucks County 
Court. He was sentenced to three to 
six months in prison and received 
credit for time served since his 
arrest in May.

An autopsy found that Rush suf-
fered a brain injury as a result of a 
blow to the head that led to a brain 
bleed, according to the affidavit. 
The forensic pathologist noted a 
“padded blunt impact to the head” 
consistent with an open hand strike 
to the head, court documents allege.

IRBIL, Iraq — Acting on 
word of an “imminent mass 
execution” by Islamic State 
militants, dozens of U.S. spe-
cial operations troops and Iraqi 
forces raided a northern Iraqi 
compound Thursday, freeing 
approximately 70 Iraqi prisoners 
in an operation that saw the first 
American killed in combat in the 
country since the U.S. campaign 
against IS began in 2014, officials 
said.

The raiders killed and cap-
tured a number of militants 
and recovered what the Penta-
gon called a trove of valuable 
intelligence about the terrorist 
organization.

The U.S. service member who 
died was not publicly identified 
pending notification of relatives. 
Officials said this was the first 
American combat death in Iraq 
since the U.S. began its counter-
IS military campaign in August 
2014.

Pentagon press secretary 
Peter Cook said the target of the 

raid was a prison near the town 
of Hawija and that the raid was 
undertaken at the request of the 
Kurdish Regional Government, 
the semi-autonomous body that 
governs the Kurdish region of 
northern Iraq. He said U.S. spe-
cial operations forces supported 
what he called an Iraqi pesh-
merga rescue operation.

The peshmerga are the Kurd-
ish region’s organized militia. 
The U.S. has worked closely with 
them in training and advising 
roles, but this was the first known

A new dental clinic at the 
Middle Bucks Institute of 
Technology gives students 
experience while helping 
low-income individuals 
without dental insurance.

“It’s a very worthy pro-
gram,” said Lisa Cuffari, 
the school’s dental occupa-
tions instructor. “Students 
get real-world skills in a real 
dental clinic. There’s a great 
demand for dental assistants. 
And they get to see how it 
feels to help others in need.”

The clinic for low-income 
individuals held its grand 
opening Thursday in the 
Warwick school, well known 
for its education in the build-
ing trades.

Patients can have clean-
ings and some restorative 
work, like fillings, taken care 
of. But items like dentures, 
crowns or bridges aren’t part 
of the program.

Students chart the condi-
tions, take X-rays, and inter-
act with the patients.

“You can learn a lot from 
books but doing this helps a 
lot,” said Alexis Thompson, 
an 18-year-old senior at Wil-
liam Tennent High School 
in Warminster. She hopes to 
become a dental hygienist 
and possibly an oral surgeon.

Fellow Tennent senior 
Megan Williams, 17, said 
“being chair-side as an assis-
tant and interact with the 
public is the kind of experi-
ence that will help me as a 
job candidate when I walk 
into a dentist’s office.”

Cuffari got word out 
about the clinic by contact-
ing area nonprofits and 
churches. The economi-
cally disadvantaged patients 
must be 18 and over without 
dental insurance. Six people 
were given examinations 
Thursday. Each paid the $30 
fee, which Cuffari said goes 
to the cost of supplies.

Michele Gladstone, a 
dental surgeon, was the vol-
unteer professional at Thurs-
day’s clinic. Gladstone, who 
praised the equipment as 
“state of the art,” has volun-
teered at the Benjamin Well-
ness Center in Kenya.

That experience, she 
said, “opened up my desire 
to give back more in this 
community.”

MBIT also runs a res-
taurant (Aspirations) and 
cosmetology services (Salon 
Extreme). But the clinic 
plays a role the other services 
do not.

“This is different than 
the restaurant or salon,” 
said Erin Rinker, MBIT’s 
organizational advancement 
coordinator. “We’re helping 
a population that wouldn’t 
receive this benefit without 
us.”

A plant in Morrisville 
where Lower Makefield 
sends 75 percent of its sew-
age for treatment is releasing 
improperly treated waste 
into the Delaware River, 
Lower Makefield Manager 
Terry Fedorchak said.

“They’re not properly 
treating the sewage before 
it’s entering into the Dela-
ware River,” Fedorchak told 
the Lower Makefield super-
visors at Wednesday night’s 
meeting.

That’s not correct, said 
John Warenda, executive 
director of the Morris-
ville Municipal Authority, 
which runs the plant, when 
reached on Thursday.

“We’re in full compli-
ance right now,” he said of 
the claim that improperly 
treated sewage was entering 
the river.

Fedorchak said the 
plant run by the Morrisville 
Municipal Authority is fac-
ing a possible $100,000 fine 
from the state Department 
of Environmental Protec-
tion and could be forced to 
take corrective action that 
would include a major reno-
vation of the plant at an esti-
mated cost of $85 million, or 
construction of an entirely 
new plant at an estimated 
$120 million.

Lower Makefield’s 
11,000 sewer customers 
would likely have to share 

significantly in the cost of 
either option, perhaps as 
much as 43 percent, Fedor-
chak said. He added that 
no final decisions have 
been made about what to 
do about problems at the 
plant — which treats sew-
age from the Morrisville 
authority, the Yardley Sewer 
Authority and Lower Make-
field — and he should know 
much more in three or four 
months.

“Taxes will not be 
affected,” Fedorchak said of 
the possible financial impact 
on Lower Makefield resi-
dents. “However, sewer rates 
will be impacted.”

Lower Makefield Super-
visor Daniel McLaugh-
lin asked Fedorchak on 
Wednesday night how the 
situation got so serious and 
whether the Morrisville 
authority was doing the 
proper periodic upgrades at 
the plant to make sure it was 
functioning properly.

“They haven’t put into 
their plant perhaps what 
they should have,” Fedor-
chak responded.

Warenda said he dis-
agreed with Fedorchak’s 
assessment of the situation.

He said that for a couple 
of brief periods, sewage not 
up to treatment standards 
was entering the river, but 
even when it was, it didn’t 
represent a health threat.

“We’re not talk-
ing about dumping raw 

sewage,” he said.
Warenda agreed the 

DEP has proposed a fine of 
more than $100,000 but said 
that he and other author-
ity officials are hoping to 
significantly reduce that 
during the process of talk-
ing about what immediate 
measures can be taken to 
improve sewage treatment at 
the plant.

Reached on Thursday, 
Virginia Cain, community 
relations coordinator for the 
DEP’s Southeast regional 
office, said she couldn’t say 
much about the matter at 
this point.

“It looks like this is an 
ongoing enforcement issue 
and therefore DEP can’t 
provide any information 
about it at this time,” she 
said.

Carolyn Brennan, opera-
tions administrator for 
the 900-customer Yardley 
Borough Sewer Authority, 
said she had concerns but 
wanted to reserve most com-
ment until more decisions 
are made on what to do 
about the issue.

“Certainly this would 
impact Yardley Borough, 
absolutely, but everything is 
still preliminary and until 
we hear some more specifics, 
we don’t want to raise any 
kind of alarms,” she said.
